Purpose: The 1974 Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, 20 U.S.C. Sec. 12329 requires that
arecord of disclosure be maintained that includes the names of parties who have requested or
obtained personally identifiable (non-directory) information from a student's education record
without the student's written consent.

The personnel in the Office of the University Registrar will
review the request and indicate either approval or denial of the request.

A record of disclosure is not required if the request is from 1) the student or a parent who claims
the student as a dependent on their Federal Income Tax forms; 2) a UNC system school official
with legitimate educational interest; 3) a party with written consent from the student; 4) a party
seeking directory information.
